Our Week in Nursery!


This week the children have been busy exploring our winter topic! 


We talked about freezing and melting and we observed ice melting in class and in our garden! We talked about winter weather and the clothes we wear to keep warm.


In Maths, we continued to practise recognising numbers 1-10 and our number of the week is number8! The children practised recognising and writing the number 8 and counting up to 8 objects accurately.


In Phonics, we continue recapping all of our listening games and we introduced” s” sounds of different objects starting from s. We also introduced alteration with initial sounds from our sound of the week and the book of the week. Please start playing “I Spy” games to encourage your children to learn more about sounds and alliterations


In R.E we talked about God having no beginning and no ending just like a circle that has no beginning point and ending point. We then drew pictures of where we can see God for our class displays. 


Shared Reading: This week we introduced the children to the story ‘Wishy Washy Pie.’ We continued talking about the differences between pictures and words on the pages (please point this out at home when you read to your child and encourage them to point to the words/point to the pictures so that they know the difference).


We introduced the children to reading two High Frequency words: 


a & the


Home learning: We are sending home a number 8 practise sheet for the children to do at home – please send them back in next week so that we can share them in class.


We are also sending home “Initial Sound I Spy (s)” sheet and the two high frequency words, a & the to practise at home with your child.
